HAVING AN EFFECTIVE BIBLE STUDY

How do I prepare?

1.  Have pen and paper, ready to record your study.

2.  Remove as many distractions as possible (noise, sleepiness, etc.).

3.  Ask God to help you by revealing truths from His Word (Ps. 119:18).

I.    OBSERVATION 

      1.  ONLY look at the Verse you are studying.

      2.  Ask as many questions that you can about the Verse.

             a.  i.e. Who? What? When? Where? Why? How? etc.

      3.  Just when you think you are finished, ask one more question!

II.   INTERPRETATION


1.  Read the Chapter the Passage is taken from.


2.  Answer all the questions you asked in your OBSERVATION time.


3.  Go back to make sure you’ve hit “The 5-Cs” in your answers.


      a.  Take the Verse in CONTEXT (study before and after Verse).


      b.  COMPARE the Verse with other Verses (cross-reference).


      c.  CONSULT a Hebrew/Greek dictionary. 


      d   Note the CULTURE in which It was written (may use Bible handbooks).


      e   Refer to COMMENTARIES for help (should be the last thing).


4.  Draw 2-4 principles from the above study. 


     a.  “Principles” are timeless truths that never change.

III.  APPLICATION

        1.  Make 1-2 applications from your study using the SPECK method.


      S - sin to confess


      P - promise to claim


      E - example to follow


      C - command to obey


      K - knowledge to learn


2.  Pray over these applications now and throughout the day.
