Biblical Relationships
Because we are created in the image of God, we are by nature relational creatures.  Just as there exists a perfect unity and harmony within the Trinity as the Father, Son and Holy Spirit love and honor one another – so also as children of God we are called to pursue unity as we love and honor one another above our selves.  In fact, Jesus says that this will be the distinguishing mark of his disciples (John 13:34-35, 17:20-21).  Though sin has perverted our relationships so that we naturally seek our own good above the good of others, the Gospel transforms our relationships to reflect Christ’s love for us.  The goal of this study is to understand how the Gospel transforms our relationships by enabling us to love others above ourselves in practical ways.
Having clearly explained the Gospel in the first half of his letter to the Romans, Paul then discusses the practical implications of the Gospel in our daily relationships.  Each week of this study focuses on different expressions of the Gospel in our relationships as you work through the final chapters of the book of Romans.
· For each day:  
1. Carefully read the verses indicated paying careful attention to the progression of Paul’s argument  
2. Study the indicated verses:  (a) State the Facts  (b) Ask/Answer Questions  (c) Form Principles & Applications  (d) Respond in Prayer

· On Day Six, review your notes and summarize what you have learned about how the Gospel enables you to love others above yourself in the specific ways mentioned in that chapter.
