Stewardship Study
Stewardship is about caring for that which has been entrusted to you. As the sovereign Lord of the universe, God is your owner. As 1 Corinthians 6:19-20 says, “You are not your own; you were bought at a price.” The “possessions” you now have – your talents (gifts and abilities), temple (body), time, and treasures (money) – are not really “yours” in an absolute sense. They have been entrusted to you by God and are yours to manage (or steward) by faith for His glory (1 Corinthians 10:31). The goal of this study is to equip you to live out your role as a steward of all things God has given you – life, health, relationships, time, work, money, possessions and even the gospel – for the glory of God.

· On Day Six, review your notes and summarize what you have learned about your role as a “steward” in God’s kingdom.

Stewardship Study Leader’s Guide

Purpose of this Study:

Biblically speaking, a steward is someone who is both a slave and a manager (Luke 12:42, 47). It is someone who is put in charge of something that they do not own in order to cultivate it and care for it and cause it to flourish. The goal of this study to equip your disciples to live out their role as a steward of all things God has given them – their life, health, relationships, time, work, money, possessions and even the gospel – for the glory of God.
Helpful Tips:

1. Always relate every topic back to the overall purpose of what it means to be a steward for God’s glory.

2. If questions arise that you’re not able to answer, ask your CO Staff for help (i.e. someone who is deep in debt and needs help coming up with a plan).

3. Different translations use different words for “steward”. It is helpful to know that common English words used to translate the Greek words and concepts for steward are: steward, manager, entrusted with, responsible for, discharging my trust or duties.
4. Use the resources provided with the study to help apply what you’re learning. Again, ask if you need help.

Discussion Questions for each week (to get you going):

Week 1 – Seeing God Rightly
1. What do these passages tell you about God and His relationship to all things? 

2. How does this view of God affect the way you view your life and possessions? 

Week 2 – Seeing Yourself as a Steward
1. What does it mean to be a steward? 

2. What are you a steward of?

3. What is the primary requirement of a steward and what does that look like practically?

Week 3 – Stewarding Your Time for God’s Glory
1. Why should we steward our time?

2. How does having an eternal perspective about time affect how you spend it?

3. What does your schedule reveal to you about your priorities?

Week 4 – Stewarding Your Treasures for God’s Glory
1. How can we honor the Lord with our money?

2. What questions did these verses raise about spending, giving or saving money?

3. How does the gospel affect how we relate to money?

Week 5 – Stewarding Your Talents for God’s Glory
1. What are the purpose(s) of spiritual gifts?

2. How can you use your spiritual gifts and natural abilities for God’s glory?

Week 6 – Working for God’s Glory
1. God created work before man sinned, so work must be good. What are healthy and unhealthy views of work?

2. What should our attitude be towards work and what actions should flow out of that?

Week 7 – Resting for God’s Glory
1. What is the purpose of the Sabbath and why is it necessary for a healthy life?

2. What keeps you from resting appropriately or causes you to rest too much?

3. How does the gospel motivate us to rest?

Week 8 – Stewarding Your Relationships for God’s Glory
1. What does it mean to steward our relationships for God’s glory?

2. What does it mean to be a steward of the gospel and how do we practically steward the gospel?
